	MAT 106
	Discussion whether MAT 106 should be considered developmental with a course number lower than 100.  Re-numbering MAT 106 causes some concern since it does fulfill the math requirement for some AGS and AAS degrees.  Ed. Services would like to table the issue for a month until after it goes through GE25 Council.  Ed. Services would like to see the white paper that was put together about a year ago regarding this issue.

	A* instead of S/A
	FRCC faculty are asking that a more traditional grading symbol be used on developmental courses rather than S/A.  FRCC faculty feel that using S/A results in students feeling like they don’t need to work hard in a class since they are not receiving a “grade”.  Suzanna Spears will work on developing some grading codes and will forward her ideas to VPI.

	Institutional Review board
	Diane Hegeman initiated discussion regarding whether each institution needs to have its own IRB or whether CCCS could have a system-wide board with representation from each college.  An IRB # is required in order to apply for some federal grants.  Diane will e-mail information to the group for further discussion

	AA/AS degrees
	Discussion regarding change to an amendment on both degrees in the HI1 category.  The group voted to accept the changes along with the small revision in HI1 category.  Changes will be implemented once the changes are approved by the Presidents’ Council, SBCCOE and CDHE.

	Teacher Ed.
	Small group met prior to Ed. Services to talk about issues regarding teacher education and early childhood education.  Also held a discussion regarding 4 year institutions signing articulation agreements with 2 year colleges.

	State Discipline Faculty Chair compensation inquiry
	Oscar Joseph presented a handout regarding the State Discipline Faculty Chair Compensation Inquiry.  Based on Dr. Joseph’s presentation, Ed. Services recommends that a sub-committee be formed to answer questions and discuss financial viability.  

	CCCOnline update
	CCCOnline is working on a program that will automatically open a new section at each college as a section fills.  Students will use the CRN for the C11 section but the program will automatically place them into an open section.

CCCOnline is also working on a program which will allow CCCOnline faculty to enter grades only once and the program will send each student’s grade to the correct college’s website.

	Academic History migration
	Final review is scheduled for April 1

	Cross listed courses
	Colleges do use cross-listed courses to monitor total enrollment by classroom (i.e. multiple art classes held in one room at one time.)

	Repeated courses
	As of Fall 2006 all Community Colleges will treat repeated courses on a student’s transcript the same.  Through Summer of 2006 individual college policies may have varied.  Effective with Fall 2006 only the highest grade for a repeated course will count in the gpa.  Academic History migration into Banner may result in cases where repeated courses have more than one grade figured into the gpa; these situations will be handled on the institutional level.

	Concentrations
	CDHE does not allow community colleges to award concentrations except on degrees where a concentration was previously approved.  To assist with advising, a new Advisor transcript will be designed that will display a student’s area of concentration listed as a “minor”.

	Assessment conference
	Scheduled for October 19.  Please let Greg Goode at CCA know of anyone interested in being a presenter.

	Student Services conference—Success by Design
	Scheduled for June 15, this conference is for all Student Services staff.  Keynote speaker is Nancy McCallin.  There will also be breakout sessions.  Conference will be held at CCA.
