	SPE 115
	Speech faculty would like to move forward with putting SPE 115 into GTPathways.  Vickie Leal advises moving SPE prefix to Communications.

	Student Credit limit
	Discussion regarding raising student’s credit limit to 20 credits per semester.  It was agreed that a vote will be taken on this issue at the next meeting.

	Legislation
	Fast Jobs legislation passed; CCCS has been directed to set up the policy.  A draft of the policy has been presented to the President’s Council.  President’s Council will vote on the policy at their May 15 meeting.

	Update on degree requirements
	A state-wide task force of English faculty has been formed to design the criteria the CO3 pathways requirement. Following the work of the criteria taskforce, a team of ENG faculty will be formed to look at the development of a CCCS C03 course.  One institution would then need to move it through the approval process.

	BIO 090
	Amy Nunnally, chair of the BIO state group, has requested that BIO 090 be changed from 3 credits to 4 credits.  SFCC has approved the change.  Approved by Ed. Services Council.

	Advanced Credit pathways
	· This is a process whereby high school CTE courses will be accepted as postsecondary credit to give students a jumpstart on certificate/degree plans.  Advisors will be able to check a database against the student’s transcript.  The President’s Council will vote on the proposal at the May 15 meeting.
· Secondary schools may begin now to load the database.  

· Discussion on whether there should be an annual review for each course was discussed (high tech courses could change frequently.) 

	Teacher Education Committee 
	· The Committee would like to have a link at the CCCS website.
· Recommend having copies of all system-wide transfer agreements by area under the heading “Find a Program.”

· Discussion regarding students plagiarizing on papers.  Geri will investigate the cost of www.turnitin.com and report back.

	Nursing waitlist
	The database has been cleaned up and re-opened for students to apply.  Students should only be listed on the waitlist for one college in order to ensure an unduplicated headcount for the State Board of Nursing and various grant applications.  Phyllis Gertge is responsible for designing the new Banner waitlist; what is online now is a cleaned up version of the old one.

	Campus safety
	Much concern has been expressed regarding campus safety in light of recent events at Virginia Tech.  The Governor’s office is sponsoring a workshop on campus safety in late May.  Colleges should forward names of representatives to Terry Hindsman.

	Banner issues

Advisors in Banner

Advisor information will be migrated for the last year.  In order for these Advisors to be connected with a Student Record, the Advisor must have a Term Record as an Advisor for Fall 2005, Spring 2006, and Summer 2006 on SAIINST in Banner.

Colleges need to work with Data Verifiers to assure that these terms are open for the Advisors.  If they are not, the Advisor information will not migrate.

Extract of Courses and Attributes

A project started last Summer was to provide information to Sherrill Albert on the appropriate Attributes to list for each course in the Banner Catalog.  According to Sherrill this project has been completed.  The IR directors are requesting an extract of all Catalog College Courses and the related Attributes.  Once this extract is available, a review of attributes can verify that as courses were added the appropriate Attributes were assigned.  These would include content attributes (CTE, ASE, GEN, PTP and Category< and DEV), and differential Tuition Attributes (Nursing, Dental, Aviation).

These attributes are currently being used to attach appropriate tuition to the courses, for Perkins reporting, and other college reporting needs.

Student Type

Student Type in Banner identifies an initial applicant as “New First Time”.  Several questions came up from the colleges regarding the use of this identifier with co-enrolled students (High School and College), and the number of times a student could be considered “new First Time” within CCCS.

Determination that all colleges are coding students appropriately.

· New First Time is the appropriate coding for a co-enrolled student who is not participating in PSEO or Fast Track

· A student is New First Time once, within CCCS – not each time a student enrolls in a different CCCS College

· Once a student has started his/her activity with one CCCS College, he/she is then a “Continuing” student among all CCCS colleges – not a transfer student

· A new Code for PSEO/Fast Track students will be created

Ballot Decisions

· S* has been added as an acceptable transfer grade.

· UG Restriction – this is being added to Banner Catalog for college-level courses

· GTE development – this is needed for colleges to be able to accurately enter transfer coursework, and will be added to the Catalog Maintenance Project List

· Curriculum Rules will be maintained centrally

Repeat of Courses

Colleges agreed to table the establishment of a CCCS procedure that would limit the number of times a course could be repeated.  

CCCS Colleges would need to agree on a limit of times individual courses can be repeated and this limit would need to be set at the Catalog level on each course.  Further, once a number limit was set CCCS Colleges would need to agree as to whether this would be treated as a “Warning” or as a “Fatal Error” on SOATERM.  The first would pop up as a warning when a student reached the limit, and the second would stop registration for a student when the limit was reached.  SOATERM controls must be set the same for all colleges.

Course Issues

ESC agreed that NUA 101 and NUA 170 would be co-requisites.  PPCC is now questioning this decision.

Determination as to whether this co-requisite requirement should be changed.  

AH Migration Schedule

· Data Verification has taken longer than expected, and therefore there will be no snapshots this weekend

· Change to implementation of Daylight Savings Time (a Federal Law), is requiring massive changes to all computer systems.  Since this is scheduled for March 11, no migration can occur that weekend.
