	CDHE Academic Council update
	At the last Academic Council meeting there were 2 major agenda items:
· Discussion regarding the Higher Education summit (national issues in higher education.)  Outcomes included looking at credibility and being collaborative.  A task force for change and success in higher education will be created.  The task force will develop a model for bringing institutions to parody with their peers over the next 10 years.  There will also be a focus in determining how to find money for education and determining how taxpayers want to see that money spent.
· The 2nd major discussion was regarding higher education mission requirements; specifically what the 2008 HEAR requirements are and what it will take for a student to graduate.  There was discussion regarding the admissions window—should there be a separate or adjusted window for higher ed admission.
· Geri Anderson will testify at the July 10 CCHE meeting.  The focus will be HEAR.  CCCS will be asking CCHE hold on implementing 2010 requirements until a determination can be made as to the impact of the 2008 requirements (especially the impact on rural secondary schools.) as well as the impact on CTE programs

Online Code for all courses

All colleges would like to have one code for all online courses.  CCCOnline would also use this code.

Accept recommendation from the Learning Technologies Council to use ON for all online courses starting Spring Term 200830.

Required Email

The Learning Technologies Council would like to require students to review their preferred email at the time of registration for all online and hybrid courses.

Three colleges will be “testing” system generated emails this Fall Term.  CCCS will be moving toward system generated emails for all students.  Students will be able to “point” CCCS email to the preferred email, so CCCS communication can be sent to the CCCS email and students will receive through the preferred provider.  Generation of system emails will cut down on students being assigned multiple emails by multiple institutions.

SSB Class List on the Faculty Menu will indicate students with a preferred email address.

Location Management

Colleges have identified a small group to work on completing the Banner functionality for Location and Events Management.

The Team members have sent out requests to all colleges for descriptions and events that could be included in the Business Process and Validation Tables.

Events Management is different from development of a “Calendar of Events”.

Continuing Education

Some colleges are asking about using Banner SSB for applications and registration for Continuing Education.  This would require the development of a CE application, and WEB registration controls for the CE terms, parts-of-term, and courses.  CE terms and courses already exist in Banner, but currently all data is entered through INB.

This could be a project for another Work Team.

STVBLCK

New codes have been entered on STVBLCK, and old descriptions revised to indicate the college that is using each code.  If other codes are needed by colleges for the scheduling of course blocks, be sure to send the requests to the CCCS Help Desk

Send a descriptor such as RRCC Nursing Block 1.

BIO 090

Change of Credit Hours from 3 to 4

The change of credit hours for BIO 090 was to be in effect for Fall 2007.  When the change was entered into the Catalog, it was entered effective Summer Term.  Therefore, any summer students enrolled in this course have most likely been enrolled in a four credit course.

Coding on SGADISA

SGADISA is used to code Student Disability Services.  These are term and institution specific.  This means that they need to be reviewed and reentered each term.

Resident Tuition for Families relocating to Colorado

HB1256 allows family members who have relocated to Colorado for jobs, to receive in-state tuition starting 200820. 

I have requested from A/R either identification of a student attribute that can be placed on these students to allow them to be charged the FULL in-state tuition rate, or a suggested new code.  As soon as I receive a response, I will distribute the information to the Registrars.

	· P-20 Council—Linda Bowman will represent CCCS.  Also on the Council are Joe Garcia (former President of PCC), Dan Lucero (Executive Director of CACTE) and Dorothy Horrell (form President of CCCS).  The first meeting of the Council is in August.  If you have topics that you would like to bring to the attention of the Council, please get them to Geri Anderson and she will forward them to Linda Bowman.  The Governor anticipates that legislation will be ready to go in November.
· CDHE and CCCS will be working together to develop a common dictionary of terms and a template of standards for each discipline for K-14 using agriculture as the example.  Gail Krzemien will head up this project.  CDHE is developing a list of the top 5 states in quality of programs.  CCCS will be developing a list of the top 5 states with CTE programs.  These lists will be combined and visits scheduled to those states.    
· CVA act, which relates only to  secondary education, needs to be cleaned up,.  
· Patsy Krechel has finished her work at CCCS.  The new Program Director for Business at CCCS is Laurie Urich.  Laurie begins work on July 6.

· Wendy Kilgore, Enrollment Services Dean, begins work on July 9.

· Sherrill Albert has been temporarily re-assigned to CCD.  Please continue to e-mail Sherrill regarding CCNS but copy Laura Mullen (laura.mullen@cccs.edu) as well.

· When making edits or changes to courses in CCNS, please follow the process.  If you have an emergency situation in which you need to get through the process quickly, please contact Geri Anderson first and we will make every attempt to speed the process along.

· Laura Mullen is now the first contact on technical and administrative support regarding program approvals.  Victoria Ekelund has moved into a new position. 
· The system staff recognizes how difficult admissions & registration has been during the Banner transition.  System staff will be available to assist with the individual colleges during the first 2 days of registration in the fall.  Staff will be trained in SSB and can assist with “crowd” control, parking lot monitoring, answering telephones or assisting at SSB computer banks.  Please contact Geri if you would like system staff to assist with the first 2 days of registration.  An announcement will be sent to Registrars at each college.

	Math Assessment
	      The approved math assessment scores will be implemented fall 2008.  The     scores will be entered into Banner at the system.  No action will be required at the colleges.  Geri Anderson will check to determine if we can grandfather people who have completed the assessment but not enrolled prior to fall 2008.

	DeVry 2+2
	Michael Wasson and Bill Grant of DeVry University presented details of the system-wide articulation agreement with DeVry University.

	Nursing programs
	Jodi Parks-Doyle gave a presentation showing what the Nursing Directors have accomplished in the last 2 years.  Cindy LeCoq of CCCS will take over administration of the Nursing programs at the state-wide level.  Phyllis Gertge is working on getting the Nursing waitlists onto Banner.    
Conclusions of the final report:

· CCCS programs have started collecting data using standardized testing to establish entry requirements that will predict successful completion of the program.

· Twelve mini-grants were awarded that allowed the programs to implement strategies that benefited the students and increased the potential for success.

· Students gained self awareness of their strengths and weaknesses, having access to assistance to improve their opportunity for success.
· A number of the participants were introduced to e-Colorado as programs integrated its different functions into their learning experiences.
· Students were exposed to computerized, standardized testing, computer adaptive testing, a large number of questions they would not previously have seen, and a method of measuring themselves for readiness for the licensure examination, all of which will enhance their opportunity for success on the NCLEX-RNℓ.

· Five programs increased their retention which was an improvement by 45.5% of the programs.

· According to the CBN annual report, eight programs showed increases per CBN Annual Data, and nine did so per the mined pass rate.

· Data shows that there was an increase in both retention and board pass rates by 5 programs.

· The use of a testing program will continue by all programs in 2007-08.

Jody distributed and discussed a handout discussing the NLNAC process of Specialized Accreditation as well as a 2006/2007 Schedule of accreditation fees.  A reminder that a paid invoice for the cost of the initial accreditation application ($2,500) should be submitted to Yvonne Gilstrap prior to May 1, 2008 for reimbursement of that cost.
Geri announced that CCCS (Cindy LeCoq and Jeff Barratt) will be working to do one program approval for each of the LPN, LPN to ADN, and ADN programs at the colleges
Linda Bowman thanked Jody for her work in heading up the Nursing project.  Linda also thanked Geri Anderson for her hard work at the System and in heading up Ed Services Council.  
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
