Douglas County School District’s STEM Academy Team 
Wins Robotics Awards 
The ExSTEMinators Win Best of the BEST title, 
Earn Chance at National Championship 

 
STEM Academy Robotics Team, the ExSTEMinators 
 
 

After facing numerous obstacles to launch Douglas County School District’s STEM School and 
Academy President Barry Brannberg has a new dilemma unlike any he has faced since the 
Highlands Ranch charter school opened this past August. 
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He needs a trophy case big enough to store all the awards that his team won October 29-30 at the 
Rocky Mountain BEST (Boosting Engineering Science and Technology) Robotics Competition 
at the Auraria Campus Events Center in Denver. 
 
The STEM Academy BEST Robotics Team won the BEST Award (representing the overall first 
place winner in the statewide competition) and will be competing at the BEST Frontier Trails 
Regional Championship in Fort Smith, Arkansas on December 8, 9 and 10. 
 
The BEST Award is presented to the team that best embodies the concept of Boosting 
Engineering, Science and Technology. Winning the BEST Award is considered the highest 
achievement any team in the competition can accomplish. 
 
The academy was honored to be featured on 9News on 
November 3, 2011 regarding winning the top honor at

The STEM Academy Robotic Team is currently raising money to travel to the regional competition 
in Fort Smith.  
  
Besides taking First Place overall by winning the BEST Award, the team also took the following 
awards: Founders Award for Creative Design (awarded to the team that makes best use of the 
engineering process in consideration of offensive and defensive capabilities in machine design); 
First Place in Marketing Presentation; and Third Place in Game Day Competition. 
 
A unique component of the competition is that the team is coached/mentored by a business and 
industry professional, Lockheed Martin Engineer Joel Kirkland.  This afforded the team a real-
world, relevant, hands-on opportunity to build and design a robot that performed specialized tasks 
in a timed competition. The event also encompasses an engineering notebook, marketing 
presentation, a team exhibit, and spirit & sportsmanship.

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Stevinson, Toyota Team Up to Give Warren Tech $10K

On October 20, Kent Stevinson of Stevinson Automotive Group presented Jefferson County 
Public Schools’ WarrenTech Automotive Technology program with a $10,000 check.  The 
presentation took place at WarrenTech and Jeffco superintendent Dr. Cindy Stevenson was on 
hand to accept the donation.

Convention Public Speaking Career Development Event 

 
Merino High School graduate Jayce Tappy recently placed third in the National FFA Prepared 
Public Speaking Career Development Event. 
 
The event was held in conjunction with the recent 
84th National FFA Convention in Indianapolis.  
 
Tappy's speech, "What If It's All Been a Big Fat 
Lie?" addressed the misconception that the fat in 
beef is a negative in the American diet. After 
winning the local and district competitions, Tappy 
competed in and won the Prepared Public Speaking 
event at the 2011 Colorado FFA Convention, 
earning him the chance to compete at the 2011 
National FFA Convention. 
  
The prepared public speaking event is designed to 
recognize outstanding FFA members for their ability 
to present a factual speech on an agricultural issue 
in a competitive setting.  
 
Contestants prepare and deliver a six- to eight-
minute speech from memory and respond to five 
minutes of questioning on their topics.  
Winners are selected based on the written 
manuscript, speech delivery, content and responses 
to judges' questions.  
 
The top four individuals received scholarships to 
further their education at the college of their choice.  
 
The scholarships and the prepared public speaking event are sponsored by Monsanto of St. Louis, 
Mo., as a special project of the National FFA Foundation.  
 
Tappy is a member of the Merino FFA Chapter where his adviser is Todd Everhart. He is 
coached by his aunt and former Colorado FFA State President Denise Stump and is the son of 
Marla Tappy of Stoneham.

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70 Attend First Sterling-based 
"Local" HOSA Fall Leadership Conference 

 
Health Occupation Students of America (HOSA) officers welcome students to the HOSA Fall Leadership Conference at NJC on November 1.  
 
 

STERLING --Approximately 70 area high school students were on the 
Northeastern Junior College campus on November 1 for the first local HOSA (Health 
Occupation Students of America) Fall Leadership Conference. 
  
This year instead of going to the State HOSA Conference, which was held in Denver, the 
students came up with an idea to host a conference closer to home to save on the travel expenses 
and registration fees. They will be using the money they've saved for expenses in the spring.  
 
The conference started with registration and time to check out career health displays placed 
around the room. Following the registration was an opening session, which included the 
introduction of officers.  
 
The state theme this year is "Respecting the Past, Excelling in the Present, Creating a 
Successful Future."  
 
Dr. Jeffrey Bacon, with the Family Care Clinic, talked about being in the student's shoes and 
the path he took to become a doctor and the training involved.  
 
"It was a challenge, it took me a long time to go to school, but it pays off in the end," he said. "I 
get to take care of people I enjoy seeing."  
 
Bacon said his job is interesting because doctors get to work with all different types of people, 
from babies, to geriatrics, to everything in between.  
 
Scott Stump, interim president of NJC, encouraged the students to continue their education 
after high school and make it to graduation.  
 
He also told the students they have some good opportunities in HOSA. Plus, Stump pointed out 
that healthcare is one of the top growth areas across the country, so students will have 
opportunities when they get out of school as well.  
 
Later, Sianna Gomez was introduced. She designed the Colorado state pin which HOSA 
students took to their National Conference earlier this year and traded.  
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Before the end of the opening session the students played a game, where different actions were 
called out and if they failed to complete the action, they were eliminated.  
 
The conference also included five "career" break-out sessions, including "Simm Man" where 
Anissa Buhring, assistant director of nursing programs at NJC, explained the features of the 
simulation man the college uses. Students had an opportunity to practice skills such as listening to 
a heartbeat, feeling for a pulse and checking blood pressure.  
 
During a "Paramedic/Fire Fighter" session, paramedic Brett Davis showed students the inside 
of one of the ambulances from Logan County Ambulance and the different tools the paramedics 
use. Also, Eng. Travis Davis and Troy Nicolaus, from the Sterling Fire Department, talked 
about their training and different parts of a fire truck.  
 
Another session focused on "Dialysis/Oncology." Erin Weber, from Sterling Regional 
MedCenter, talked about the dialysis process and what they do with the patients. Plus she talked 
about infusions and how those work.  
 
During the "PT/OT" session Kali Keil and Melanie Northup, of McDonald and Keil Physical 
Therapy, talked about the difference between physical therapy and occupational therapy and 
different career areas within those fields, whether it's serving as an occupational therapist at a 
school or with the Department of Corrections. They also demonstrated some of the tools they 
use.  
 
Lastly, Nicole Koester and Lis Haas, radiology technologists, talked about "Radiology" and how 
the process has changed. They showed a variety of x-rays so the students could see what different 
injuries might look like.  
 
Later in the day, the students spent time in more break-out sessions learning about different 
competitive event categories, including "Emergency," "Professions," "Leadership," 
"Teamwork" and "HOSA 'Rocks.'"  
 
In addition to attending sessions, throughout the day the students competed in a penny war as 
part of the national service project, to raise money for Juvenile Diabetes Research 
Foundation.

VE-135/VE-130 Reporting Update 

 
 
GENERAL INFORMATION: 
CCCS is required by law to collect the VE-135 follow-up and enrollment data each year in order to 
comply with the accountability requirements set forth by both the state funded Colorado 
Technical Act CTA and the federally funded Carl D. Perkins Act. 
 
You must report the VE-135 data even if you do NOT receive state or federal funding for your 
approved CTE programs because the data is used in the program renewal process and civil rights 
monitoring visits.
