12 Colorado Schools Compete Well at National TSA
Conference Held in Denver

From June 27 to July 2, 4,000 middle and high school students from across the U.S. and
beyond converged on Denver for the 2009 Technology Student Association (TSA)
national conference.

12 Colorado middle and high schools fared well in over 70 competitive events held at the
conference which was supported by the Career and Technical Education division of the
Colorado Community College System.

The Technology Student Association (TSA) is the only student organization devoted
exclusively to the needs of students interested in technology. Open to students enrolled
in or who have completed technology education courses, TSA’s membership includes
over 150,000 middle and high school students in 2,000 schools spanning 47 states.

On July 2, the 12 Colorado middle and high schools frequently finished as finalists at an
awards ceremony held at the Colorado Convention Center to honor individuals and
teams who had placed high in the national conference’s competitive events.
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Middle School Competition Finalists came from the following Colorado cities:
(Note: competitions were team-based unless an individual is noted)

Arvada

North Arvada Middle School won: 1% place in “Problem Solving”; 5" place in
“Inventions and Innovations”; 7™ place in “Electronic Game Challenge”; 7" place in
“System Control Technology”; and, 9*" place in “Technology Bowl!”.

Centennial

Littleton School District’s Newton Middle School won 7" place in “Technology
Transfer” (they shared this award with competitive-partner middle schools from Florida
and Alabama).

Elizabeth
Elizabeth Middle School won 5 place in the “Technology Transfer Challenge” (an
honor they shared with their competition partner Goddard Middle School).

Littleton
Euclid Middle School’s Dominic Martinez won 7" place in the “Digital Photography
Challenge.”

Goddard Middle School won: 4™ place in the “Leadership Challenge”; and 5 place in
the “Technology Transfer Challenge” (an honor they shared with their competition
partner Elizabeth Middle School).

High School teams also won: 2" place in “Technology Bowl!”; 9" place in “Debating
Technological Issues”; and 9" place in “Formula 1 Racing Car Technology Challenge.”

Greeley
Greeley West High School placed 9" in “Construction Systems”.

Lakewood
Warren Tech Career and Technical High School’s Mark Flora won 10" place in “CAD
Architecture with Animation”.

Heritage High School won: 3™ place in the “Animatronics”; 5™ place in “Electronic
Game Design”; 5% place in “Electronic Research and Experimentation”; 9" place in
“Formula 1 Racing Car Technology Challenge”; 10" place in “Technology Dare”
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(concerning the application and control of mechanical fluid and electrical power); and,
10" place in “Agriculture and Biotechnology Design.”

Littleton High School’s Micah Corah won 4% place in “Transportation Modeling”.
Littleton High School’s Chip Bollendonck won 5 place in “Essays on Technology” and 6"
place in “"Career Comparisons.” Bollendonck is also the state president for Colorado TSA.
Littleton High School’s team won 6 place in “Technology Problem Solving.”

2009-2010 VE-135/VE-130 Reporting Update

In order to meet the quickly changing state and federal data accountability mandates,
there will again be reporting changes for the 2009-2010 year that will affect how you are
required to collect and submit the VE-135 enroliment and follow-up student data.

Please watch this CTE Trends e-newsletter for VE-135 announcements regarding the
soon-to-be released Data Reporting section of the CTE Administrators Handbook.

CCCS is required by law to collect the VE-135 follow-up and enrollment data each year
in order to comply with the accountability requirements set forth by both the state-
funded Colorado Technical Act (CTA) and the federally-funded Carl D. Perkins Act.
You must report the VE-135 data even if you do NOT receive state or federal funding for
your approved CTE programs because the data is used in the program renewal process
and civil rights monitoring visits.
