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Hotchkiss FFA Receives Huge Donation
to Scholarship Fund

FFA students “have restored my hope in the youth of the future,” comments donor

Members of Mopars Unlimited of Colorado (left) presented a $7,091 check to the Hotchkiss FFA (right) on Sept. 27.
Teresa Burns, FFA director, and FFA members were surprised to learn the amount of the check, which the car club had kept
secret. The money will benefit the FFA scholarship fund.

The Hotchkiss FFA had applied for scholarship funds from Mopars Unlimited of Colorado two and
half years ago. After an interview and review by the car club, the FFA chapter was selected to receive
funds from a car show and drag race held this past fourth and fifth of July in Grand Junction.

FFA members worked at both events, and received a check for $7,091 on Sept. 27 for all their efforts.
The FFA and the Mopars car club members sold sponsorships on souvenir T-shirts for the July event.

Jeri Arbaney, Mopars Unlimited of Colorado treasurer, drove her 1973 Plymouth Duster at the event,
taking second place in the Max Laird Memorial Foot Brake Race. That race is “old school” with the
drivers using no special electronics to enhance their car's performance. It's just a foot on the brake for
burn outs and their foot on the accelerator pedal for the race down the drag strip.

Nine to ten families in the North Fork Valley and in Cedaredge make up the Mopars group along with
other members from Montrose and Grand Junction.

"FFA was really wonderful to work with. The kids are on the ball. They are being taught to be leaders
thanks to Teresa Burn's leadership," Arbaney said. "They look to her for instruction and they
welcome it and put it in use."

Teresa Burns said there are 80 students in the FFA chapter. Some will soon be participating in the
FFA National Choir singing at the national convention, October 21-24, in Indianapolis.

About the Mopars event, Burns said, "It was a wonderful weekend. The kids had a lot of fun." They
also worked hard cleaning up the race track after the event, took sheets to the announcer, and helped
in other ways. Some even made items for the auction. Aaron Hudson had some of his horseshoe art
available for bidding. They even made three trophies with sandblasted car pistons. Jessica Kuntz
won a trophy for her show car. Andy Sabatke won the Young Guns trophy.

Burns said the scholarship funds will be used for college and also to pay for FFA trips.

2009-2010 VE-135/VE-130 Reporting Update

In order to meet the quickly changing state and federal data accountability mandates,
there will again be reporting changes for the 2009-2010 year that will affect how you are
required to collect and submit the VE-135 enrolilment and follow-up student data.

Please watch this CTE Trends e-newsletter for VE-135 announcements regarding the
soon-to-be released Data Reporting section of the CTE Administrators Handbook.
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CCCS is required by law to collect the VE-135 follow-up and enrollment data each year
in order to comply with the accountability requirements set forth by both the state-
funded Colorado Technical Act (CTA) and the federally-funded Carl D. Perkins Act.

You must report the VE-135 data even if you do NOT receive state or federal funding for
your approved CTE programs because the data is used in the program renewal process
and civil rights monitoring visits.
