Brings Home Trophy for Tossing a Fruitcake

Congratulations are in order for the Golden High School Technology Engineering Club.

The Engineering Club, also known as the TEC TEAM, added another trophy to their collection of
first place awards when they ventured to The Great Fruitcake Toss in Manitou Springs on
January 9 and came back with the trophy for the Heavyweight Mechanical Category.

They competed against more than a dozen competitors, as they tossed a four pound fruitcake a
distance of 428 feet (almost one and a half football fields) winning them First Place!

The trebuchet they used is 17 feet tall, weighs about 1,500 pounds, uses up to 600 pounds of
counterweight, and a few years ago it won first place at the Colorado School of Mines by
throwing a one gallon water jug, weighing 8.35 pounds, nearly the length of a football field
(291 feet)!

2009-2010 VE-135/VE-130 Reporting Update

VE-135

The VE-135/VE-130 Data Collection Site opened for the 2009-2010 reporting year
on December 1. The website address is https://vel35.cccs.edu.

Please continue to monitor the CTE Trends e-newsletter for important VE-135
announcements throughout the 2009-2010 reporting year.

In order to meet the quickly changing state and federal data accountability mandates,
there will again be reporting changes for the 2009-2010 year that will affect how you are
required to collect and submit the VE-135 enrollment and follow-up student data.

CCCS is required by law to collect the VE-135 follow-up and enrollment data each year

in order to comply with the accountability requirements set forth by both the state
funded Colorado Technical Act (CTA) and the federally funded Carl D. Perkins Act.
