Students enrolled in the Otero Junior College Cosmetology Career Academy recently had the
opportunity to receive training from Theresa Athanassiu, a national representative with John
Paul Mitchell Systems; producers of the Paul Mitchell line of professional and consumer hair care
products.

According to Tammy Dorenkamp, director of the OJC Cosmetology program, Athanassiu has
made an annual visit to the OJC program for the past four years. "We look forward to having
Theresa spend a few hours with our students each year, working specifically on hair color products
and techniques.

With just a few weeks remaining in Spring Semester, several of the Cosmetology students are
completing the program, while others will be enrolling in the Nail Technician program to be held
during the summer. New and returning students enrolled in the OJC Cosmetology Career Academy
will be starting the Nail Technician certificate program on May 12.

The 10-week Nail Technician course is 20 semester credits. Once completed, students will have
the option to test for state licensure as a nail technician, or if they have completed the full
cosmetology program at OJC, they will be testing for Cosmetologist licensure.

The Nail Technician certificate is one of four certificate that student can earn in OJC’s cosmetology
program. Those certificates include Nail Technician, Hair Stylist, Cosmetologist and Esthetician.

CCCOnline Now Offering Entry Networking
Technician Courses - Student Shares
his Positive Experience

Colorado Community Colleges Online, a consortium of the thirteen CCCS colleges, Montana’s
Dawson Community College, Northwest Missouri State University and Aurora Public Schools’
Pickens Tech, is pleased to offer two key courses required to complete the CISCO-CERTIFIED
ENTRY NETWORKING TECHNICIAN (CCENT) program.

The CCENT program, offered by member colleges via a partnership with the Cisco Networking
Academy, is designed to train the student to prepare to take the CCENT certification exam.

The Cisco Certified Entry Networking Technician certification validates the skills required for entry-
level network support positions - the starting point for many successful careers in networking.

Students who pursue the program gain the knowledge and skills to install, operate and
troubleshoot a small enterprise branch network, including basic network security. CCENT
certification is the first step toward achieving a Cisco Certified Network Administrator certification,
which covers medium size enterprise branch networks with more complex connections.

The two courses CCCOnline is now offering are:

CNG 245 Networking for Soho
and
CNG 246 Small-Med or ISP Network Mgmt

CCCOnline recently interviewed Dusty Wallace who completed his
Otero Junior College CCENT certification via the CCCOnline
classes. His description of the experience follows:

CCCOnline:
Why did you go back to school and have you been able to find employment with
your new credential?

Dusty Wallace:

I went back to school because I knew it was time to change my career. I had always been
interested in networking/IT and related work and my heart was in technology so I pursued this
certification so I could work at our local ISP. I succeeded. Now I am a Network Technician for
Secom, an ISP/telecommunications company serving consumers and businesses in Southeast
Colorado. Secom is affiliated with the Southeast Power Association (a Touchstone cooperative).

In this position I triage a variety of areas, including: resolving ISP issues; fixing problems with
fiber optics; responding to device failures; remedying outages; and, dealing with fiber optic cuts.
I'm the one trouble tickets are escalated to after our third-party helpdesk is unable to resolve a
customer’s issue.

CCCOnline:
Has taking online classes changed your outlook on becoming a “life-long” learner?
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Dusty Wallace:
Yes. It is such an effective way to learn that I am now taking a Cisco AACERT class via CCCOnline.

CCCOnline:
Why are you pursuing another certificate and what advice would you give those wanting to follow
in your footsteps?

Dusty Wallace:

Certifications are the way to go with Information Technology — mostly because the technology we
use in this industry is very transient or fleeting. I would encourage prospective students to talk to
people in the industry. I received advice from those already in it and it was very helpful.

CCCOnline:
What is your opinion on the online learning we offer?

Dusty Wallace:

I have found it to have several positive aspects, including: the convenience of being able to take a
class whenever and wherever and the interactivity of it all. As a student we often log on at set
times but we can also attend asynchronously via pre-recorded sessions and interactive quizzes. I
have become even more goal-oriented from learning in an online environment. Being so was
helpful to me as I completed these very-focused certification classes and prepared to take the
certification exam.

CCCOnline:
What does the future hold for you and would you recommend CCCOnline?

Dusty Wallace:

I was concerned about how things would turn out in the beginning, but now, I would encourage
others to take the entire certificate online. I would even consider completing an entire bachelor’s
degree online. I am very glad I completed the CCENT certification this way.

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Tax Help Colorado Giving CTE Students, at Six
Community Colleges and Other Schools,
Real World Experience

A Tax Help Colorado studetassists a community member.

Tax Help Colorado is a Piton Foundation-sponsored program that uses colleges -- primarily
community colleges -- to provide free income-tax return preparation to lower- and moderate-
income working families in Colorado. It is modeled after the highly-successful Tax Help New
Mexico program, which helps nearly 30,000 taxpayers each year through 40 free tax sites
across New Mexico.
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The program is designed to help taxpayers whose annual household income is less than about
$49,000. According to census figures, about 30% of Colorado families are eligible for the
program. In particular, Tax Help Colorado targets lower-income working families who are eligible
for tax credits such as the Earned Income Tax Credit and Child Tax Credit. For these families,
who are struggling to make ends meet, paying a paid tax preparer $175 or more to have their tax
return done is not a very feasible option.

Students at the participating colleges take an accredited course on income tax preparation (ACC
132), usually in the fall semester. This course gives them Internal Revenue Service certification
to provide free income tax preparation services.

In the spring semester, students who have taken the income tax class operate the free Tax Help
Colorado tax preparation service at the college, for which they receive college credit (ACC 133).

Trained volunteers from the community sometimes work at the tax sites too, and nonprofit
organizations serving working families help advertise the service. The free tax sites typically
operate from late January through the tax-filing deadline date in April. Days and hours of
operation vary from college to college.

Tax Help Colorado provides a solution to the biggest problems that have historically faced
organizations wanting to provide free tax-preparation services; securing computer equipment for
preparing tax returns electronically and finding and training volunteers to prepare the tax returns.

The participating colleges have: computers labs with up-to-date equipment; students to serve as
volunteer tax preparers; and, classes to train the volunteers on preparing tax returns.

Also, community colleges are located across the state, including in more rural areas, which allows
this free service to be available essentially statewide. In Colorado, there are 16 community
colleges with dozens of campus locations that pretty much serve the entire state.

College students receive valuable real-world experience preparing tax returns. Having this
experience on their resume also looks good to potential employers, as does having IRS tax law
certification.

Participating in the program also offers students exposure to careers in the accounting field and
with the IRS. In addition, the program offers students a strong community service experience,
which more and more colleges are requiring, and also looks good on a student's resume.

Colleges get the added benefit of bringing more people from the community onto their campuses.
In fact, colleges in New Mexico have reported increases in student enrollment, particularly in their
accounting/business programs!

Tax Help Colorado was launched in 2007. The program was pilot tested at the Community
College of Aurora, with CCA students taking the income tax class in the fall semester and
operating a free tax site on the Lowry Campus in the spring of 2008.

In 2008-09, three additional colleges -- Aims Community College in Greeley, Morgan Community
College in Fort Morgan, and the Community College of Denver joined the program.

Together, the colleges helped more than 1,350 lower-income taxpayers claim $2.3 million in tax
refunds.

In 2009-10, three additional institutions -- Emily Griffith Opportunity School in Denver,
Northeastern Junior College in Sterling and Pueblo Community College -- began participating in
Tax Help Colorado. Morgan Community College also expanded the program to include their
campus in Burlington.

The Piton Foundation, which sponsors the program, is working to expand the model over the next
three to four years until it is operating statewide.
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In a March 14 email to the participating institutions, Piton Foundation Communications Director
Diane DiGiacomo wrote the following:
Greetings to All!
Congratulations on another terrific week and officially topping $7 MILLION in refunds through the Tax Help
Colorado sites to 3,400 taxpayers! Amazing! Special kudos this week to:
* Community College of Aurora (Tamra Schmitt) for reaching $2 million in refunds at her site: Wow! and
* two institutions, Aims Community College (Gina Jones) and Emily Griffith Opportunity School (Bob Jaros),
for reaching the $1 million mark! Good for you!
Two of our colleges have now closed for the season, Pueblo Community College and Morgan Community
College. We want to acknowledge Margie Walker's strong first-year efforts in Pueblo, where they did 165 returns
with refunds of over $250,000! Congratulations also goes to Laurie Morris at Morgan Community College, who in
her second year almost doubled the number of taxpayers she helped, reaching almost half a million in refunds
in Fort Morgan! Be it your first, second, or third years, each of you is doing a tremendous job and | want you to know
how much your efforts are appreciated!

DiGiacomo included the following data attesting to the amount of good the program had already
done in Colorado this year -- with a month to go in tax season:

Also at the conference, Jolene Rinaldo, a med prep instructor who directs the HOSA program at
Northeastern Junior College, was nhamed the state of Colorado’s HOSA Advisor of the Year.
Rinaldo has been teaching NJC’s med prep classes and advising the HOSA student organization
since 1998. Many of the students in this program are enrolled at Sterling High School, although
this past year the organization began allowing collegiate age students to continue to have
membership in the organization and to compete at the state level. As part Rinaldo’s HOSA
program, students are assigned to various health providers and professionals in the Sterling area
and are able to do some job shadowing activities. A humber of her students wrote testimonials on
her behalf as part of the nomination process

“Previously Mrs. Rinaldo was a nurse and nursing was her passion, but now she is a teacher and
teaching and HOSA are her passions,” one student wrote adding, * HOSA envelopes her life. She
works her hardest to make sure each of us succeed.”

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Another FBLA Member Selected
for Prestigious Boettcher Scholarship

Tim Schultz, President and Executive Director of the Boettcher Foundation, is pleased to
announce that FBLA member Michael Estrada from Rocky Ford High School has been selected

as a 2010 Boettcher Foundation Scholarship recipient. information about Estrada is shared in the last
paragraph of this article.

Each year, the Boettcher Foundation grants 40 merit-based scholarships to superior young
persons from Colorado high schools. Begun in 1952 as a statewide competition recognizing
scholarship, leadership and achievement in young men and women, the Boettcher Scholarship
program has sought to reward outstanding high school seniors who demonstrate the potential to
make significant contributions to Colorado. Since the program’s inception, the Foundation has
awarded almost 2,200 scholarships. Today, the Boettcher Foundation provides approximately $3
million in scholarship support annually, making the program one of the largest merit-based
scholarship programs in the nation.

These awards cover virtually all college expenses for recipients who choose to further their
education in their home State of Colorado. The scholarships consist of full tuition, fees, a book
allowance and an annual stipend for living expenses. The scholarships are granted for eight
semesters at either a public or private four-year college or university within the state as long as
the Scholar maintains a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0.

Selection is strictly “merit-based,” allowing all seniors in Colorado to compete based upon their
individual accomplishments. This year’'s scholarship winners were selected from over 1,300
qualified applicants on the basis of their superior academic ability, demonstrated service ethic,
outstanding character and their participation and leadership in both school and community
activities. To be eligible for one of these prestigious awards, students must rank among the top
5% of their graduating class, have a combined score of at least 1200 on the Critical Reading and
Math sections of the SAT or a composite ACT score of at least 27, be a U.S. citizen or permanent
resident and a Colorado resident for their junior and senior years of high school.

Michael Estrada is a senior at Rocky Ford High School. Besides having been a member of
FBLA for four years and an officer of his local chapter for two years, he has participated in cross
country, basketball, and baseball. Estrada says FBLA has been beneficial throughout his high
school years; especially this senior year as he was seeking and applying for scholarships. Estrada
will attend Colorado School of Mines to study chemical engineering upon graduation from
Rocky Ford.

Don’t get caught up in a poor 5-year data review during your CTE program renewals!

You have the ability to review both follow-up and enrollment summary and status reports
of the VE-135 data you are currently submitting for this year. These reports will allow you
to see where you have not reported data for a specific program for the follow-up or the
enrollment. Also, the reports will allow you to see where you have not marked completers
in your enroliment data.

The VE-135 secondary follow-up deadline was March 30, 2010. The postsecondary follow-
up deadline is April 30, 2010. The secondary enrollment deadline is July 30, 2010.

The VE-135/VE-130 Data Collection Site opened for the 2009-2010 reporting year
on December 1. The website address is https://vel35.cccs.edu.

Please continue to monitor the CTE Trends e-newsletter for important VE-135
announcements throughout the 2009-2010 reporting year.

In order to meet the quickly changing state and federal data accountability mandates,
there will again be reporting changes for the 2009-2010 year that will affect how you are
required to collect and submit the VE-135 enrolilment and follow-up student data.

CCCS is required by law to collect the VE-135 follow-up and enrollment data each year
in order to comply with the accountability requirements set forth by both the state
funded Colorado Technical Act CTA and the federally funded Carl D. Perkins Act.

You must report the VE-135 data even if you do NOT receive state or federal funding for
your approved CTE programs because the data is used in the program renewal process
and civil rights monitoring visits.
